Christian Education is provided for all ages to learn to be a community in Christ and Christ to the world. Our ministry
recognizes the parent as the primary spiritual teacher and strives to provide resources and programs to support parents in
facilitating in their children a deep relationship with Jesus Christ. Christian Education encompasses ages 0-18 for Sunday
morning activities and infant-5th grade for all other programs and activities.

Ministries under Christian Education include the Nursery (ages 0-5 on Sunday mornings and all ages for special
programs); B.L.A.S.T. Island (Sunday School for 2’s-12th grade); Worship (Little Liturgy and Rite K); and Special Programs
such as Lent, Vacation Bible School, and others.

In 2005, we began using the Workshop Rotation Model for Sunday School and started a Youth Confirmation Class
which runs the whole year on Sunday mornings for 8th and 9th graders. These exciting programs will be continued in future
years.

In 2006 we hope to provide more hands-on outreach and evangelism opportunities for families, such as a Family
Mission Trip and local service opportunities. We will also begin a Wednesday night program for elementary-age children to run
concurrently with adult and youth small groups.

We also served soup, salad, bread, and dessert for one of the church’s Lenten Dinners again
this year. A new schedule is worked out every six months, but, fortunately, our turnover is almost nil.

Many thanks go to Marinell Traylor for coordinating the Newcomer/Guest Series during January-May 2005. The Series
resumed in August 2005, after breaking for the summer, with Linda Davis taking on Newcomer Coordinator duties. Over 100
newcomers/guests participated in The Series in 2005. The Series is popular, and offers rotating topics from 10:30-11:15amin
the Library. Topics include: Episcopal history, Episcopal liturgy, Parish life at St. Luke’s, Personal Journey of a parishioner,
and the Walking tour. Check the bulletin board in the Narthex to see photos of our latest Series graduates! Plans are to continue
The Series throughout the summer of 2006 to maintain continuity for our newcomers and guests. The Newcomer Council
convened in September 2005 to assist with The Series, general welcoming, and hosting Newcomer Socials. The Fall Newcomer
Social in November 2005 was very well-attended and held at the home of Pat and Russ Eitel. There are plans to hold semi-
annual Newcomer socials in 2006. Advent Wreath lighter families for the months of November/December 2005 were selected
to honor and feature some of our St. Luke’s newcomers and new members (Story, Schwartz, Benitez, Miranda, Buchanan,
Galli, Kahanek, and Sabochick families).
Small Group Fellowships
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March-May 2005, St. Luke’s participated in a parish-wide 40 Days of Purpose program. We had 43 small groups
meeting for 40 Days with 350 people participating, culminating in a Fiesta Finale (complete with a mariachi band) on the
church lawn. The 40 Days movement quadrupled the number of our current, ongoing small group fellowships. 2005 focused on
leadership training, as four 40 DoP small group leadership trainings were held in March/April and two small group leadership
trainings (led by Lynn and Gary Cook) were held in August. Look for more lay leadership training in 2006, with plans to hold
at least two workshops per year. There are currently twelve ongoing small group fellowships, with plans to expand our growing
Wednesday night culture (“Wednesday Night Out at St. Luke’s”) in January 2006 with diverse class/group offerings such as
marriage enrichment, Cross Walk, DivorceCare, weight loss support, and an elementary-age group program.

Lay Ministries

Mission and Ministry Fairs were held in May and August 2005 to promote parishioner awareness and participation.
About 75 parishioners were recruited and added to St. Luke’s lay ministries and missions. There are plans to hold an annual
Mission and Ministry Fair around Rally Day, starting in 2006, as well as featuring a Mission/Ministry of the Week table in the
Narthex. Lenten Suppers were provided by members of our lay ministry groups in February/March 2005 (Home Fellowships,
Choir/Renewal Music Group, Christian Singles and Greeters), and Lemonade on the Lawn was staffed for the twelve weeks of
summer 2005 with participants from the 40 DoP small group fellowships.

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Ushers perform their duties at the three regular Sunday services at 7:45 am, 9 am, and 11:30 am and also at special
scheduled holiday services throughout the year. The ushers are divided into usher teams and each team has a Team Leader. The
Team Leader is responsible for training new team members and for contacting members individually as a courtesy reminder
during the week their team is scheduled to serve. This courtesy phone call is an important activity which reminds team members
that it's their Sunday to serve and also helps assure adequate usher coverage on their scheduled Sunday. During the services the
ushers greet parishioners, hand out pew sheets, seat late arrivals, welcome guests and hand out visitor cards. The ushers also pass
the alms basins; bring the offering to the altar and direct communicants to the altar rail during communion. A list of current
ushers, which number approximately 115, is posted in the notebook on the usher stand.

The primary problem for usher teams this year was recruiting for the 11:30 service. It has been necessary to reduce the
number of 11:30 teams from six to five. Our goal over the next six months is to recruit an assistant to take responsibility for
coordinating and recruiting ushers for the 11:30 service. We hope to recruit enough new ushers to return to six teams at the 11:30
service. Also, any usher requirements for special services outside the regularly scheduled services for the year will now be
coordinated through the church office. We need additional ushers, so please let one of the Team Leaders know if you are
interested in serving or contact Lee Bundy or Woody Wood.
